• Northern Lagoon   
A full-day excursion to the Northern Lagoon with a guide and private speedboat, exploring 
Murano, including a visit to a historic glassworks, Lazzaretto Nuovo, an ancient quarantine 
island rich in historical artefacts, and Burano, famous for its colourful houses and seafaring 
tradition. After a traditional fish lunch, the tour will continue to the island of San Francesco 
del Deserto, home to the convent founded by St Francis of Assisi. 
 

• Walk through Cannaregio and the Jewish Ghetto 
A guided walk through the Cannaregio district and Venice’s evocative Jewish Ghetto, 
amongst the narrow streets, palaces and churches of one of the city’s oldest and most 
authentic areas. The tour will allow you to discover the history of the world’s first Jewish 
ghetto, whose name derives from the Venetian term ‘gheto’, meaning foundry. 
 
Transfer Service  

• transfer from the airport to your hotel in Venice: private water taxi, assistance at the 
airport from the arrivals terminal to boarding the water taxi;  

• transfer from the airport to the hotel at Tronchetto: minivan, assistance at the airport 
from the arrivals terminal to the minivan parking area;  

• Transfer from Venice Santa Lucia station to your hotel in Venice: private water taxi, 
assistance at the station from the platform to boarding the water taxi.
